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Urban Growth Boundary: or UGB, is a regional 
boundary, set in an attempt to control urbanization 
(sprawl) by designating the area inside the 
boundary for higher density urban development 
and the area outside the boundary for lower density 
rural development. The UGB is largely the result of 
statewide land conservation policies adopted in 1973 
under Oregon’s original maverick, Governor Tom 
McCall 
Urban Redevelopment/Transit Oriented 
Development (TOD): Portland has long been a 
leader in reinventing its downtown, spurred in part 
when Mayor Neil 
Goldschmidt took 
office in the 1970s 
as a proponent of 
bringing housing 
and associated 
vitality back to the 
downtown area 
supported by efficient and effective transit service.  
TriMet: Portland’s regional transit system carries 
more people than any other system its size. Weekly 
ridership has increased for 18 consecutive years and 
is operating using a local payroll taxes which fund 
nearly 53% of its operation. TriMet was the first 
agency to reintroduce modern light rail and the first 
to use highway funds to build a light rail lane. 
Bicycle Treatments: whether it is the creative 
designs for striping bike lanes, exclusive traffic 
signals for cyclists, or mixed use paths, Portland has 
built a 270‐mile bikeway network that makes it the 

envy of communities 
throughout the U.S. Named 
the Best Cycling City in the 
U.S. four times, Portland 
seeks Platinum status with 
the League of American 
Bicyclists.  

Aerial Tram: Opened in 
January 2007, the aerial 
tram is another example 
of Portland’s innovation 
in transportation. 
Operating as the second 
system in the country 
where this mode serves 
as public 
transportation. 
Transit Signal Priority: Portland’s signal priority 
system, when implemented was the largest in the 
U.S. (second now to Los Angeles). As one of the 
earliest implementations, buses request priority 
only when they are late.   
Bicycle Bill (State Law that requires Bicycle 
Infrastructure Investment): ORS 366.514, was 
passed by the Oregon Legislature in 1971. It 
requires the inclusion of facilities for pedestrians 
and bicyclists wherever a road, street or highway is 
built or rebuilt. 
Metro: not transit, but an elected leadership that is 
involved in regional land use and transportation 
planning, recycling and waste management, 
managing civic facilities such as the Zoo and 
Convention Center, and various regional open 
spaces. It is the only directly‐elected regional 
council in the United States.  

Streetcar: As one of 
the first new 
streetcar lines in the 
United States since 
World War II, and 
the first to use 
modern vehicles, 
Portland’s streetcar 
system has been a 

successful contribution to the creation of Portland’s 
newest urban neighborhoods, culminating in over 
$2 billion in reinvestment in the City Center.
