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LEGISLATIVE ACTIVITIES: 
 
The Oregon Section of ITE participated in several legislative activities during the past year including: 
 

• Participation in the Traffic Control Devices Committee - The legislative committee provides 
input to the Traffic Control Devices Committee and reports the information to the section through 
the newsletter. 

• Oregon Legislative Information - Discussions were held in Oregon ITE Section Board meetings 
regarding the initiation of a more formal and proactive process for the legislative committee 
involvement. Contacts will be made with active legislative liaisons with local jurisdictions. 
Legislative actions throughout the session will be monitored and advisories provided to members 
if hearings on key transportation issues are scheduled. Members will also be encouraged to use 
the available Internet resources for tracking bills of interest in their particular areas of the 
profession. 

• Oregon State Board of Examiners for Engineering and Land Surveying Information (OSBEELS) – 
Provided information regarding the new rules issued by OSBEELS. The new rules require continuing 
education for renewal of the professional engineering license. 

• Participation in proactive legislative activities - A proactive legislative committee for the transportation 
professionals in the area has been established. The group consists of legislative leaders from ITE and 
ITS, and lobbyists from ODOT, City of Portland, and Tri-Met. The purpose of the group is to 
encourage and support a more active involvement in legislation, which involves transportation issues in 
the State of Oregon. By taking a more active role, ITE Oregon can make the legislature more aware of 
uts roles and needs. The committee is getting members involved and forming a Speaker’s Bureau. 
Intended target groups not only include legislators but service groups, citizen's groups, and other 
associations that have the capability of affecting opinions and votes. 
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MEETINGS: 
 
The Oregon Section conducted five (5) board meetings (August 7th, September 11th, October 23rd, 
December 6th, and February 13th) and six (6) general meetings over the past year.  The general meetings 
include joint-meetings with other professional societies, luncheons with speakers, special events (e.g., 
golf tournaments, traffic bowls, etc.), and technical workshops.  The table below summarizes the general 
meetings conducted over the past year and those already scheduled for 2002- 2003.

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TECHNICAL ACTIVITIES: 
 
Newsletter - The Section produced two newsletters over the past year. The Newsletter includes meeting 
announcements, help wanted ads, summaries of recent technical activities and committee activities, 
schedules of conferences and workshops related to transportation in Oregon, and a general President’s 
Message regarding the upcoming technical program.  See Appendix A for a copy of the two newsletters 
produced this past year.  With the development of the Section’s new Website and online registration, the 
number of newsletters has been reduced reflecting the membership’s focus on providing more up to date 
information and e-mails via its website. 
 
Over the past year, the Oregon Section has continued to refine the Newsletter and Website making them 
more interactive, sharing information and making the best of use our resources. In 2002, we completed 
the following: 
 
• transferred all of the meeting registration to the web, thus providing the Oregon Section with more 

flexibility within the newsletter to expand technical reports and additional information.  
• increased exposure for National and District-level meeting information within the Newsletter, which 

has increased our Section's involvement in ITE on both a District and National level. 
• provided opportunities for job opening announcements within the Newsletter by adding a classified 

section. 
• increased coordination with other groups in Oregon, such as the DOT Tech Transfer Center, ACTS 

Oregon, and ITS Oregon 
 
The Oregon Section looks forward to continually enhancing the newsletter in the next few years by 
looking at ways to expand advertising in the Newsletter and upgrading the format of the existing 
publication (currently it is an 8.5"X 11" mailout). 
 
Technical Committee - The Technical Committee conducted a poll of the membership last year to 
identify the most pressing issues facing the profession. The results were: 
 

1. Transportation financing 
2. Traffic signal operations 
3. Access management 

 
The committee continues to develop its on-going project to summarize the current transportation financial 
setting and highlight opportunities where local agencies can expand their resources for funding. The 
winter workshop on transportation funding provided perspectives of local agencies, and how they are 
filling the gaps. The forthcoming product of this effort will be informational pamphlets for distribution to 
local decision-makers and state legislators. 
 
Oregon Traffic Control Devices Committee (OTCDC) - As part of the Oregon Section’s involvement 
throughout the state of Oregon, the Section maintains a standing member on the Oregon Traffic Control 
Devices Committee.  This committee is made up of city, county, and state officials, as well as the 
consultant community.  The purpose of this committee is to make recommendations regarding the 
implementation of traffic control devices through the state. 
 
The OTCDC spent a good portion of 2001 reviewing the new MUTCD Millennium edition.  The OTCDC 
created five subcommittees in 2000 to review the various parts of the Millennium MUTCD. The 
committees came up with recommendations for adoption including any supplements, changes, or 
objections to forward to FHWA.  In March 2001, the FHWA presented a national teleconference

describing the new MUTCD.  In June 2001, the FHWA published its errata to the MUTCD.  This 
prompted another series of comments from the OTCDC regarding the manual. 
 
In addition, the OTCDC made recommendations to the 2001 Oregon Legislature regarding cleaning up 
the speed zone language and adding new regulations for vehicle operation within multi-lane roundabouts. 
 
The OTCDC also discussed signal timing issues associated with photo red light enforcement.  This led to 
developing guidelines for setting up cameras based on recently passed legislation allowing its usage in 
Oregon cities. 
 
Finally, the OTCDC discussed the on-going NCHRP study on flashing yellow protected/permissive left-
turn displays, including a review of current installations along Highway 99E in Woodburn and in Jackson 
County.   
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STUDENT CHAPTER ACTIVITIES: 
 
The Student Liaison Committee had another successful year in attracting schools from the Pacific 
Northwest to compete in the Oregon Section's annual Traffic Bowl Competition, including three 
universities from outside our section. The Traffic Bowl is a Jeopardy-based trivia contest where students 
must answer questions on a variety of traffic and transportation trivia. This year the competition was held 
on November 1, 2001 at McMenamin's Edgefield just east of Portland, Oregon. District 6 President Rory 
Grindley was in attendance to promote his “Year of the Student” agenda.  

This year Portland State University, Montana State University, University of Idaho, University of 
Portland, Oregon State University, and University of Washington participated. For the second year in a 
row, the University of Idaho was declared the victor. Each school received a scholarship award from the 
Oregon Section ranging from $150 to $400 for participating in the event. Since all student attendance at 
this event was at no charge (which included a served dinner), local companies donated funds to support 
student attendance. The companies providing donations included: CH2M Hill, David Evans & Associates 
Inc., DKS Associates, Group MacKenzie, Kittelson & Associates, Inc., Lancaster Engineering, and 
Parsons Brinckerhoff Quade and Douglas. 

Following the traffic bowl, the Oregon Section provided a series of field trips for the students and faculty 
to participate in on November 2, 2001. The all-day field trip started at the City of Portland Traffic 
Management Center where students were shown the facility in operation and given a brief presentation by 
Bill Kloos. Next, the students visited the Oregon DOT’s Region 1 Traffic Management Center for a 
presentation and tour by Dennis Mitchell. The students also visited with ODOT’s incident response team, 
COMET. Driver Raymond L. Moffatte showed the vehicle he uses on freeway patrols and answered 
questions from the students. The students then proceeded to Kittelson and Associates for a presentation 
arranged by ITE Secretary/Treasurer Marc Butorac, and younger staff members Sonia Hennum, Karen 
Giese, Andy Daleiden, and Brandon Nevers. A pizza lunch was also served. Next, students visited the 
Tri-Met Bus AVL and Dispatch Center where Jon Lutterman showed the students the array of the 
technology on Tri-Met’s buses. Students also visited with a bus dispatcher. 

The Oregon Section has already scheduled next year's Traffic Bowl to occur on November 14, 2002 at 
McMenamin’s Edgefield.  

 
In addition to the activities listed above, the Section promotes student involvement by providing 
substantial discounts at all Section meetings (discounted to $7).
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OTHER ACTIVITIES: 
 
Webmaster Report: This year the Oregon Section purchased a new domain name, www.OregonITE.org 
and subscribed to a new internet service provider. The old website was migrated to the new server and 
substantial modifications were made to the layout and content. The goal was to make the site more useful 
to section members. The web page includes information about meetings, activities, officer contact 
information, upcoming conferences, available jobs, and section news. The site always has the current 
meeting information posted, and online registration for section meetings was implemented for all but one 
of our meetings this year. This form of registration was a substantial improvement for the members. 
 
Annual Golf Tournament: The Oregon Section hosted its 12th annual ITE Golf Tournament at Heron 
Lakes Golf Course on August 10th, 2001. Organized by John Ringert and Matt Hughart, the tournament 
drew 64 competitors from around the state. The high turnout coupled with great weather made for a fun 
and entertaining event. Thanks in part to the generous donations of sponsors; prizes went to the 1st and 2nd 
“Low Gross” team, 1st and 2nd “Low Net” team, “High Gross” team, two “KPs”, two “Long Puts”, “Long 
Drive”, and “Short Drive”. The 2002 ITE Oregon Section Golf Tournament is scheduled for August. 
 
Publicity Committee: The Committee is continuing to maintain and update a directory of Oregon 
members cross-referenced by their employers. Data is being collected for a 2002 update.
