The membership committee continued its organizational captain membership program over the past year.
The program was designed to identify specific individuals within public and private organizations who
might be interested in joining ITE or attending ITE functions. The captains also assist with advertising
meetings, recruiting new members, and promoting I TE.
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3. FINANCES

The Oregon Section maintained and enhanced the solid financia position that has been developed over
the past severa years. In addition through signing up for online banking and obtaining a check card
through its financia ingtitution (US Bank), most routine expenditure, payments and account inquiries
were processed faster and the overall number of reimbursement checks were reduced significantly.

The overall account balance was drawn down in recent months due to payments for advance deposit made
toward the Oregon I TE Quad Conference space reservation, and purchase of appreciation gifts for
monthly speakers and Quad Conference presenters. However, as early registration payments for the 2004
Quad Conference is received, our overall finances are expected to be better than previous years.

Most monthly functions for 2003-2004 fiscal year have either broken even or in the case of the January
2004 Technical Workshop have had a net income due to better than average attendance. This can be
attributed to attractive and user-friendly web site and frequent update of information available to members
on it aswell as hard work of the Sections officers and volunteers. The remainder of this page summarizes
the Section’s 2003-2004 finances.

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4. LEGISLATIVE ACTIVITIES

The Oregon Section of the I TE followed the 2003 legidative session with grest interest. The sesson produced a
number of important pieces of legidation, including the largest increase in trangportation funding in the State's
history, the 2003 Oregon Transportation Investment Act (OTIA). Other hills of interest to the ITE Board and
membership will affect school zones, reporting accidents, u-turns, use of red light running cameras, access and
more.

The Oregon Section first submitted |etters to heads of the House and Senate and Governors office offering to
assig in the legidative process. The Section Board early on identified and prioritized bills to track, and asked the
Section Legidative Committee to maintain a status report on the ITE webste. Over 60 bills were tracked with
about 18 of these congdered of priority interest. Certain bills were discussed a some Board meetings and & two
of the generd membership meetings. The Legidative Chair attended a number of Legidative Committee
hearings to monitor bill progress. The Section submitted |etters to the gppropriate committees on three bills,
expressing concerns and offering assstance and technica expertise if requested.

The Section participates throughout the year at the Oregon Traffic Control Devices Committee meetings
through a designated representative. This assistsin a sharing of views and concerns between the two
organizations on legidative matters. The Section Legidative Chair dso participated a the annud joint OTCDC /
ITE meeting in discussions on the bills of concern emerging from the legidative session.

The Section Board has taken a preliminary look at ways to improve the process of tracking and reporting hill
progress a the legidature. Thiswould include ability to get more timely input and concerns from the genera
membership on bills of particular concern. The Section Leadership could then decide whether to formaly
weigh inon ahill, and if so organize the mogt effective way to do that. The Section also would like to improve
communication with other organizations in the state with Smilar interests in the legidative process.

The Section Board dso monitors legidation affecting the practice of engineering and land surveying in the Sate.
They watch aso watch for actions of the Oregon State Board of Engineering and Land Surveying that would be
of particular interest to the ITE membership.
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5. MEETINGS

The Oregon Section conducted an unprecedented eleven (11) board meetings (April 10", May 7", June
5" July 10", August 21%, September 15", October 14", November 10", December 11", February 17" and
March 22" and six (6) general meetings over the past year. The general meetings include joint-meetings
with other professional societies, luncheons with speakers, specia events (e.g., golf tournament, traffic
bowl, etc.), and technical workshops.

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6. TECHNICAL ACTIVITIES

Newsdletter - The Section produced four newdetters over the past year. The newdetter includes meeting
announcements, help wanted ads, summaries of recent technical activities and committee activities,
schedules of conferences and workshops related to trangportation in Oregon, and a generd President’s
Message regarding what is going on in the Section plus upcoming technica program information. See
(Section 10) for a copy of the four newdetters produced this past year. With the development of the new
Website and online regigtration, newd etters have been reflecting the Section’s focus on providing more up to
date information and e-mails viaits webste. For generd digtribution to members and others, the newdetter
IS posted to the Section webste. Members not having access to the internet can request that hard copies of
the newdetter be mailed to them directly.

Over the past year, the Oregon Section has continued to refine the Newdetter and Website making them
more interactive, sharing information and making the best of use our resources. In 2003, we continued to:

Conduct dl of the meeting regigration on the web, thus providing the Oregon Section with more
flexibility within the newdetter to expand technica reports and additiona information.

Increased exposure for Nationd and Didtrict-level meeting information within the Newdetter, which
has increased our Section'sinvolvement in ITE on both aDidrict and Nationd levd.

Increase coordinaion with other groups in Oregon, such as the DOT Tech Trandfer Center, ACTS
Oregon, WTS, ASCE and ITS Oregon.

The Oregon Section looks forward to continualy enhancing the newdetter in the next few years by looking
a ways to upgrade the format of the existing publication (currently it isa8.5"X 11").

Technical Committee - The Technica Committee focused on the theme of ‘Making Better

Decisions' to support the discussions at the Winter Workshop related to traffic studies from al venues
in the membership. The workshop focused one of the most basic components of the profession, the
traffic impact study. The stated purpose of the workshop was to learn how we can make traffic studies
better for al involved. The presentations included discussions from decision-makers, public agency
staff, and private consultants to highlight issues that work well to support the common interests of all,
and those areas that require further refinement to resolve conflicts and obstacles in the process.

The outcomes of the workshops targeted the following objectives for further action by the Technical
Committee:

= Collect published Traffic Impact Study guidelines from agencies around the state, and make
them available online for all members.

= Develop ahdf-day seminar on Traffic Engineering basic skills for consumption by local
decisions makers (e.g., Planning Commission, Board of Commissioners, City Council, &tc.).
Conduct workshops periodicaly (e.g., bi-annually) under the supervision of ITE Oregon
section.

The Technica Committee will collect TIS guidelines from city, county and other regional
governments over the coming months. Either the documents themselves or a web link to the
responsible agency will be posted on the Oregon ITE Section web site.

The Decision-Maker Traffic Engineering workshop will be formulated, and available resources from
other sections will be utilized.
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Oregon Traffic Control Devices Committee (OTCDC) — As part of the Oregon Section's involvement
throughout the state of Oregon, the Section maintains a anding member on the Oregon Traffic Control
Devices Committee. This committeeis made up of city, county, and state officias, as well as the consultant
community. The purpose of this committee is to make recommendations regarding the implementation of
traffic control devices through the Sate.

The committee spent much of 2003 discussing severd transportation-related bills passed by the 2003
Oregon legidature. Senate Bill 663, which was intended to change Oregon’ s U-turn laws to make Oregon's
laws similar to other statesin permitting U-turns at signdized intersections, evolved into a requirement for
ODOT to conduct a sudy regarding the feasibility of expanding the number of locations where U-turns are
permitted. As a result, ODOT will be conducting an 18-month study and plans to report back to the
committee in 2005.

Senate Bill 179 redefined the definition of a"school zone' and “when children are present” in Oregon. The
law, which was origindly to become effective on the first day of 2004, was later rolled back until July 1,
2004. The newly defined school zone is described as either a specific segment of highway adjacent to
school grounds marked by signs, or a crosswalk that is not adjacent to school grounds marked by signs.

The passage of House Bill 2661 required ODOT to investigate the entire interstate system.  Currently,
posted speeds on the interstate are established by speed zone order, Adminigtrative Rule, or by gpplying the
“basic rule’ principle. ODOT will be establishing a process for conducting the investigations and
establishing the new speed limits through public involvement, emergency response, and areview of crash
rates.

Senate Bill 764 provided an update to the current laws regarding the use of red light running cameras a
dgndized intersections. The 2003 legidature passed SB 764 which makes changes to the requirement to
alow up to 12 cameras for cities with populations over 300,000, up to 8 cameras for cities with populations
over 30,000 and Newberg, and a requirement that yellow times had to be &t least as long as sandards
recommended by ITE.

The Federd Highway Adminigration (FHWA) rdeased a mgor update to its MUTCD in November 2003.

As before, the OTCDC will be developing a series of subcommittees to conduct a thorough review of the
new manua. Among other tasks, the subcommittees will be noting the eements that affect current Oregon
practices and sandards, developing an updated li of Oregon supplements to the MUTCD, and
summarizing any concerns or objections regarding the updated manua. Once this process has been
completed, an OAR process will be completed through the OTC to formaly adopt the new MUTCD and
the updated Oregon supplements.
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7. STUDENT CHAPTER ACTIVITIES

The Student Liaison Committee had another successful year in attracting schools from the Pecific
Northwest to compete in the Oregon Section's annual Traffic Bowl Competition, including two
universities from outside our section. The Traffic Bowl is a Jeopardy-based trivia contest where students
must answer questions on avariety of traffic and transportation trivia. This year the competition was held
on November 20, 2003 at McMenamin's Edgefield just east of Portland, Oregon. Didtrict 6 President
Randy McCourt was in attendance to promote the 2007 District 6 Annual Meeting in Portland. In
addition ODOT’ s Region 2 Traffic Manager who passed away afew weeks earlier was remembered by
ITE officersand ODOT staff present.

Thisyear Portland State University, University of Idaho, University of Portland, Oregon State University,
and Washington State University participated. University of 1daho was declared the victor followed by
University of Portland and Portland State University in second and third place. Each school received a
scholarship award from the Oregon Section ranging from $400 (first place) to $150 for participating in the
event. Since al student attendance at this event was at no charge (which included a served dinner), local
companies donated funds to support student attendance. The students set a record attendance with 56
students present from various schools. The donating companies were: Coral Sales Company, CTS
Engineers, David Evans and Associates, Inc., DKS Associates, Group Mackenzie, Kittelson &

Associates, Inc., and Lancaster Engineering The Oregon Section is aready planning next year's Traffic
Bowl a McMenamin’s Edgefield.

This year, students continued to enjoy substantial discount at Section meetings ranging from free (Traffic
Bowl) to $25 (Quad Conference) depending on the actual cost of the event and level of corporate
sponsorship.
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8. OTHER ACTIVITIES

Webmaster Report: This year the Oregon Section retained and expanded its use of the domain name,
www.oregonite.org and subscribed to a new Internet service provider. The website remained very
dynamic and was modified significantly to reflect the changing needs of the Section.. The goal wasto
make the site more useful to section members. The web page includes information about meetings,
activities, officer contact information, upcoming conferences, available jobs, and section news. The site
always has the current and upcoming meeting information posted, and on- line registration for section
meetings continued to be both popular and successful. In addition electronic download of the registration
information were used to produce registration list, name badges and written receipts for any specific
event.. Thisform of registration has proven to be very effective and user friendly for members.

Annual Golf Tournament: The Oregon Section hosted its 14th annud I TE Golf Tournament at Heron Lakes
Goalf Course on August 1, 2003. On arefreshingly cool day during an unusudly warm summer, the tournament
drew 50 competitors from across the state. The high turnout coupled with the pleasant weether made for a fun
and entertaining event. In addition to volunteers, W&H Peacific, Lancaster Engineering, David Evans &
Asociates, DKS Associates, Qudity Counts, Parsons Brinkerhoff Quade & Douglas, Inc., and Kittelson &
Associates, Inc. sponsored the event Although a date has yet to be findized, be on the lookout for the 15th
Annud ITE Golf Tournament in summer 2004.
